Moved Neil, seconded Alan “that acquisition of overseas semen and bulls needs to be done by individuals and supported by the A.S.A.”   Carried.

Peter expressed the members appreciation to Roz of the fine job and effort which she is putting into the National website with very little support in the way of articles and photos from the members.
